What is considered suspicious activity?

e Suspicious activity may include an unusual interest in gaining sensitive

information about facility security, operations, or maintenance.
¢ An unattended bag or backpack.
e Threatening comments or social media posts.

e Suspicious purchases of guns or items that could be used to construct an
explosive device, including hydrogen peroxide, acetone, gasoline, propane,

or ammonium nitrate fertilizers.
e Theft of security personnel uniforms or credentials

e Attempted or unauthorized access to rooftops or other potentially

sensitive areas.
¢ Individuals acting suspiciously around the entrances to an event location.

e Unusual or bulky clothing that is inconsistent with the weather.
